Margarine			12 oz.
Karo Syrup			6 Tbsp.
Sugar				2 2/3 cups
Evaporated Milk		1 Can (15 oz)
Vanilla				1 Tbsp. 
        1 Melt chocolate in margarine in double boiler.
2 Remove from heat and add syrup.  Mix.
3 Add 1 cup sugar and mix well.
4 Add ½ can of milk.  Stir.
5 Add 1 cup sugar and stir until dissolved.
6 Add remaining milk.  Stir.
7 Add remaining sugar and vanilla.
8 Stir until very smooth and sugar is completely dissolved.
9 Serve at room temperature.  Store remainder in refrigerator.  
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
